Her leadership helped start several new educational programs that are now delivered to hundreds of middle and high school children across North America in a virtual setting. 
A Toastmaster since 2013, Banerjee is a member of her home club, the Dogwood Club, in Atlanta, Georgia. She has held a number of high-profile leadership positions within Toastmasters and has attained the Distinguished Toastmaster designation—the highest level of educational achievement in the organization.
